Goal Area:  Hands-On Science Learning.  Goal Statement:  Students in Valley Stream District #30 will acquire the knowledge and skills necessary for success in hands-on science learning. 

Accountability Measure:  By the end of the 2011-2012 school year, student problem-solving skills in science, in targeted grades, will have shown to have increased as a result of pre- and post-tests, developed and administered locally, designed to measure these skills.  By the end of the 2012-2013 school year, this will be true in all grades, K-6.

March 4th Science Presentation - A reminder that on March 4th at 7:00 p.m. in the Shaw Avenue Library, there will be a presentation of the work planned in Science to support the above goal.  There will be a discussion of Valley Stream 30 Science Framework key elements below which are:

· Utilizing District Technologies
